                   Questions to Ask for Research Project Due Nov 11th 
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1)  What is/are the question(s)?

2)  Why is the question important.  In other words, so what? What assumptions did you make prior and during data collection?
3)  What is the answer?  ‘Answer’ can be tentative or plausible given the data you have collected.

4)   How did you go about studying research question?  In other words, what method(s) did you use?  I suggest having a variety of methods, including participant observation, document analysis, video analysis, informational interviews etc.  
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Come up with 3 or 4 thesis statements, main points that your presentation will discuss and expand upon, just like we do in class when I provide thesis statements.   
� Just because I have labeled the process 1-4, it doesn’t mean you necessarily start with a research question.  You may start with directly analyzing documents or events which then gives you ideas of research questions, and why such and such are important.  In other words, the research process is a flexible one.
